WHO PLAYS FIRST: Each team will be required to play a 
minimum of one game on Friday, 10/23/09. Game time 6:00  
pm!  Some teams may play twice; however, no team will be 
eliminated on Friday.  During registration, each team captain or 
coach will determine the slot in which their team will play.  
Once the order is set, it will be maintained by the game officials 
for the rest of the weekend.  If you are not in place when the 
teams are  being slotted, you will be placed according to the 
consensus of those present. 

WHERE WILL YOU PLAY:  There will be four divisions playing 
simultaneously on Friday and five on Sabbath. During the 
general assembly on Friday evening, you will be told which 
division will be playing in what location. 

SABBATH SERVICES: Because the activities on Sabbath are so 
tightly constrained, we have reserved a section of the sanctuary 
just for you. As long as you arrive by 10:00 am, you will have 
prime seats, after that you just might have to stand for the rest of 
the service. The afternoon games will begin after lunch, but not 
later than 3:00 pm. 

PHOTO SHOOT: During lunch and before the games begin on 
Sabbath, there will be a photo shoot of each team in a designated 
area.  Listen up for the location and be sure to be there.  We will 
not shoot any pictures after 3:00 pm.  Once they have been 
uploaded, a copy of the photos can be downloaded from 
www.Bible-Bowl.org.

Any member of a playing team can challenge the answer to a 
question.  Whenever a question is then challenged, the 
player / team has the right to provide a KJV Scripture 
reference at the half or the end of the game. Although you 
can then use your Bible, this reference must be provided 
upon request from the judges,  as there will not be time for a 
thorough research.                                                                

“He put them on Mordecai,” is the answer you gave to the 
question; “What did Haman do with the clothes given to him 
by Ahasuerus?” The Moderator said you were right; 
however, the other team challenged and supplied the answer, 
“He arrayed Mordecai with them.” The rule says in order to 
resolve challenges, the wording of the KJV takes precedence 
and the other team would get the points.  Bottom line, play it 
safe and answer your questions with the KJV wording. 

For answers to bonus questions, no need to buzz in, anyone 
and everyone that’s playing can participate. As long as the 
team gives a correct answer, you are “Right for 10”!  

From South Atlantic in 2009 to Ontario, Canada in 2010!  
This is an exciting step as this will be the first international 
playing of these games.  While we are duly excited, we must 
also remind you that if you intend to participate in any 
manner or attend the games in Canada, you must own a valid 
passport that allows you access to the United States.  
Coaches / Coordinators, please be advised that if a player is 
not able to travel, that player may not be able play during the 
2010 regular season.
